1. Grocery List (20 points)

List all the ingredients for your meal:  a list of the items purchased from the grocery store (i.e. peanut butter) and a list of how they are in nature [the actual plants and animals the food comes from] (i.e. peanuts, sugar cane, etc…). 

All Plants and animals should be sorted into New World and Old World categories to show where the food existed prior to 1492.
2. Meal Brochure (50 points)

Your task is to create an informational presentation (Brochure, PowerPoint, Prezi, Poster, iMovie, Etc.) using the grocery list you have already completed explaining the food origins of your meal thanks to the Columbian Exchange. Be sure to include answers to the following questions in your presentation.

1. What was the Columbian Exchange and why is it named after Christopher Columbus?

2. Give a detailed history of at least two of the domesticated plants/animals that go into your meal. Who first cultivated them, and where do we think they were first grown? How widespread were their usage? What impact did they have on the hemisphere they were brought to by way of the Columbian exchange?

3. What were the positive and negative effects of the Columbian Exchange?

3. One Page Reflection (30 points)

You will write a one-page paper explaining what the Columbian Exchange was and why it is important to world history.
